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In case the opera festival held in the summer is delayed or can-

celled, the gallery plans to cooperate with the organizer to hold an 

online exhibition for Hammick, showing the operas and music that 

inspired him.

Lyndsey Ingram’s website, in addition to providing a complete list 

of works and richer content, has also added interviews with artists’ 

studios. When she opened a few years ago, Ingram created a 

salon-like atmosphere for the gallery, holding a series of events in 

the gallery based on her interests, such as “Yoga Dinner Club” and 

art history courses. Now the gallery’s efforts are focused on online 

content, to strengthen the gallery’s community spirit.
